Periodically check the cable ties and retighten or 
replace as needed.

ESTIMATED TIME TO INSTALL:  0.2 HR    
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PREPARATION: 

 Stand motorcycle on a secure and level surface. 

 Clean mounting surfaces before installation. 

 The engine and radiator should be cool to the 
touch.  

 
INSTALLATION:  
1. Remove the stock fairings on the left and right 

and retain all fasteners (Fig.1). 
2. On the right side, remove the two bolts that hold 

the stock radiator overflow container to the bike 
and remove the radiator overflow container. Rest 
the overflow line just above the radiator cap. 
(Fig. 2 & 3). 

3. Slip the radiator guard in front of the radiator. 
Rest the radiator guard on the upper and lower 
radiator frame. The built in tabs on the radiator 
guard will help center the guard on the radiator 
and push it away from the surface of the radiator. 

4. Thread 4 zip ties through the radiator guard and 
through the openings in the outside corners of 
the radiator. Fasten the cable ties loosely. See 
Fig. 3 to see how cable tie secures radiator 
guard to radiator. 

5. Tighten the top 2 cable ties first. Ensure the 
guard is centered and that the gap between the 
guard and the radiator is the same side to side 
before fully tightening the cable ties. 

6. The Oil Cooler Guard is a direct replacement for 
the stock guard. Remove the stock guard and 

then install the Oil Cooler Guard ② using the 

same mounts as stock. 
7. Install the stock radiator overflow container with 

the stock bolts, reattach the overflow line to the 
radiator. Install the fairings using stock fasteners.
